Foreign Trade Sector

Due to its unique geographical conditions and the production of agricultural, food, and even industrial products, particularly
in the steel, electronics, and hand-woven carpet industries, Fars province has achieved a considerable rank at the national
level. Additionally, its proximity oman sea and arabic countries, along with the demand from neighboring countries for
products from Fars, has created a significant opportunity for exporting products, goods, and services from the
province.Considering that one of the main focuses of the communicated policies of the resistance economy is exports,
in recent years, we have seen the presence of traders and businessmen from the province in some European and Asian
countries. The value of Fars province's exports in 1402 was approximately $2.831 billion to 85 countries worldwide.The
main export goods of the province, based on export priority and advantage, include aluminum, urea fertilizer, steel
products, light and heavy carbonates, licorice powder and extract, cement and clinker, tomato paste, hand-woven carpets and
rugs, electronics, various fruits and vegetables, dates, figs, bitumen, tiles and ceramics, sanitary chinaware, and food
industries, each holding a special position in regional and international markets.The capabilities and capacities in the
field of foreign trade are considerable, with over 545 active traders card in the import and export arena, and activities
involving more than 335,000 units in the domestic sector, including large chain and multipurpose stores, hand-woven carpets,
distribution companies, and small to medium-sized shops, forming a large chain.

transported by sea. Iran has 11 commercial ports with a
capacity of more than 186 million tons of goods. Also, the
entire fleet of the Islamic Republic has the capacity to move
more than 6.5 million tons of goods internationally.
Despite the sanctions, Iran remains a significant
country in the international maritime transport industry,
with a vast volume of goods and petroleum products being
loaded in Iranian ports daily and shipped to other parts of the
world. These goods are sent from several major ports in the
south of the country. Daily, a large volume of foreign transit
ships enter the country's ports, which indicates Iran's
important transit position internationally. According
to statistics from the Central Intelligence Agency of the
United States, Iran, with 942 ships,

counting for more than one-third of the ships in this region.

The Islamic Republic of Iran is located in Southwest Asia and is part of the Middle East, covering an area of over 1,648,195
square kilometers, making it the sixteenth largest country in the world by area. Geographically, Iran is in the southern half of the
northern temperate zone. About 90% of the country’'s land is within the Iranian plateau. The terrain of Iran is generally mountainous
and semi-arid with an average elevation of over 1200 meters above sea level. More than half of the country's area is mountains and
highlands, one quarter is plains, and less than one quarter is arable land.Iran is bordered to the north by Turkmenistan, the Caspian
Sea, the Republics of Azerbaijan and Armenia, to the west by Turkey and Iraq, to the east by Pakistan and Afghanistan, and to the
south by the Oman Sea and the Persian Gulf, with a total perimeter of 8,731 kilometers, of which 2,700 kilometers are maritime
and 6,031 kilometers are land borders.

Iran: The Transit Hub of the Region

The Islamic Republic of Iran has the capacity and ability to influence the international system from geopolitical, energy, and
cultural-ideological perspectives. Geopolitically, Iran's location is such that it neighbors significant powers like Russia and is within
the sphere of influence of the United States (south of the Persian Gulf). Being in areas where major powers have vital interests
naturally enhances the country's position in interactions among the great powers.

Economically, major global trade routes by sea and land pass through or near Iran, and accordingly, Iran has maritime and land
borders with fifteen neighboring countries. Additionally, possessing a significant portion of the world's energy,
having geopolitical dominance over more than half of the world's energy reserves in the Persian Gulf region, holds an important
position among oil-exporting countries (OPEC) and ultimately Iran's potential role in providing economic and energy security
as fuel for politics in the world is especially significant.lran is a strategic nexus between East and West and with a strategic
location, an adequate network of rail and road transport, equipped and standard airports, commercial ports in the north and south,
passage through the north-south transit corridors, the Silk Road, the Asian Transcontinental Railroad and Highway, the
Europe-Caucasus-Asia transit route known as TRACECA, and the road and rail corridor linking China and Central Asia to the Oman
Sea, Iran has created a unique transit hub for investment.
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
